REGULAR MEETING
Mayor From called the December 13, 2011 meeting of the University Heights City Council to order at 7:00 p.m.

The minutes of the November 7, 2011 meeting of the Council were presented and amended to change “major” to
“mayor” in three places. The minutes were approved, as amended, by unanimous consent.

Public Input: None.

Mayor’s Report A written report was presented. Mayor From thanked the staff at Horn Elementary School for
allowing the city meeting to be held at the school and John McLure for videotaping the meeting.

Mayor From updated the council on the first annual Severson Charity Challenge. It is a competition between cities
with their full time city employees (FTE). Due to the low number of city FTEs and the short notice, the city would
collect, at the city office, non-perishable food items for the Crisis Center and Hope Lodge. All University Heights
residents may contribute non-perishable food items to the city office or Hedlund Dental Office during regular
business hours. Contributions will be accepted through January 7, 2012.

A special council meeting will be held specifically for an orientation on January 10, 2012, at 5:30pm-6:30pm at city
hall. The regular Jan. 0™ city council meeting will follow at Horn School at 7:00pm. There are openings for the
Board of Adjustments and the Zoning Commission.

Police Chief Fort inquired if the police department can sell out-dated police equipment on EBay with the proceeds
deposited into a separate account. Attorney Ballard will further investigate if this can be done.

Officer Brad Reinhardt accepted a position with the lowa City Police Department. Fort commented he has begun the
process to fill the vacancy as the police committee will conduct interviews soon and a special council meeting will
be called to finalize the hiring of a new officer.

Council member Hopson stated that the Neighborhood Watch meeting was very well attended. She passed around a
sample of the watch sign she would like to order.

Hopson stated there will be a meeting to discuss community relations projects shortly after the new year. Events to
be considered will be a community-wide garage sale, the Chautauqua, a city-wide clean-up day (including the
ravine), community picnics, possibly sponsoring a breakfast for Bike to Work Week, the community garden and
pairing the elderly with young people for service projects. If anyone is interested in participating, they should
contact Council member Hopson.

Mayor From and Council member Hopson met with Jane Schildroth, Director, Corporate and Community Relations
Director, with the University of lowa Career Center regarding hiring interns. The city could hire two interns to assist
with sustainability/event planning and one to assist with city website and newsletter. The interns would be able to
work 10 hours a week and would receive a small stipend. Council member Hopson would supervise the intern
responsible for event planning.

Streets and Sidewalks: Engineer Bilskemper commented that the asphalt repairs for the corner of George Street
and Koser Avenue and Olive Court have been completed. The city will apply I-Job funds to assist payment of these

repairs. Council member Yeggy commented the total cost came in under budget.

The sign management plan will be discussed at the January 2012 council meeting. Bilskemper noted that
Neighborhood Watch signs would need to comply with the sign management program.

Council member Yeggy stated that property owners who abut Benton Street will be responsible for removal of
natural accumulations of snow. Yeggy commented she would notify the affected property owners.

Yeggy commented that Mark Vitosh, District Forester, with the DNR has finished the inventory of all trees in the
city. The report will be posted on the city website.
