Mayor Jacobson called to order a regular meeting of the Council at 7:00 p.m.

Present: Mayor Jacobson; Council Members From, Gay, Giese, Schoenmaker, Wood;

Treasurer Reitz; Clerk Birk.

MOTION by Schoenmaker, second by Wood, to approve the minutes of the regular meeting in
November.
Carried.

OTHER BUSINESS: Lou Kelly wished to discuss a fire call to a structure fire on Prospect
Place. The fire truck from Coralville that responded was delayed because their map was
incorrect; a plat map rather than a street map was used to determine the route. This plat map is
the map that’'s “out there”. Ms. Kelly asked that the City make sure that the firemen have
correct maps. The Coralville Fire Department will be notified that this occurred.

Duncan Stewart appearing as a member of “Yes for Kids” asked Council to support by
Resolution the proposed lowa City School District $39 million bond referendum. Council
agreed.

RESOLUTION (02-28) introduced by Wood, second by Giese, to endorse the $39 million bond
referendum of the lowa City Community Schools.

Passed and approved this 10" day of December 2002.
PUBLIC INPUT: A resident asked for a summary of the ordinance prohibiting outdoor toilets.

Attorney Ballard discussed a draft ordinance that regulates vehicle weight on City streets.
Vehicles exceeding 11 tons gross weight would be required to purchase a permit based on their
gross rated weight. Seven day and thirty day permits would be issued. The mayor, clerk, and
engineer would be authorized to issue permits. Attorney Ballard suggested that because the
police department would be enforcing the ordinance, they should not also be given permit



issuing authority. A version that spells out penalties will be drafted and the ordinance will be
voted at Council’s next meeting. Forms and procedures need to be finalized.

Council discussed a proposed ordinance that would regulate development in areas determined
to be sensitive. In the future no building could be done on lots that have slopes or woodland
unless Council approves the site plan. Minor changes were made to the draft.

RESOLUTION (02-29) introduced by From, second by Gay, to adopt Ordinance No. 128 which
regulates the development of sensitive areas within the City of University Heights.

MAYOR’S REPORT: The Mayor re-appointed Sulo Wiitala to the Zoning Commission and
Thomas Breese to the Board of Adjustment; each will serve another five-year term. Stan
Laverman will replace John ter Haar on the Board of Adjustment. Mayor Jacobson received a
community profile based on census information which was sent from the Extension Office. The
Mayor attended a meeting of the U of | campus planning committee and reported on
conclusions made about a traffic study.

CLERK’S REPORT: There was one building permit issued this month. The clerk reported that
the valuation of all building permits issued in 2002 is $520,000. The Coralville rental housing
and building inspectors will share permit information pertaining to the City.

ENGINEER'S REPORT: The storm intake at Grand and Golfview was repaired. A signed snow
removal renewal contract with Steve Smith was received; prices are the same as in 2000 and
2001.

POLICE REPORT: Chief Shimon reported on the role of the police at last week’s structure fire.
Alex Drum will join the police reserve squad. A new shoulder patch was designed by Tyler
Cooper; Police Department members will pay the additional manufacturing charges. Chief
Shimon visited with the lowa City police chief regarding communications service. lowa City
would have a dispatcher who would answer all calls and page out officers. lowa City has
certified medical emergency dispatchers. Chief Shimon feels that lowa City would offer a high
level of service. This can be expected to cost $42,000; lowa City would add a half-time position
in communications. The cost was calculated by adding 5.5% to their current communications
budget. The City currently has a contract with the Sheriff's Department for this service, but has
been notified that costs will likely double.

Street sign maintenance work being done by Paul Griffin should be charged to the streets
budget rather than the facilities management budget. It was decided that $1500 in the current
street budget can be used for sign maintenance.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:
FINANCE: Council Member Wood plans to attend the budget workshop offered by the lowa
League of Cities.

BUILDING, ZONING & SANITATION: Christmas trees will be picked up on January 7 and
January 14.

COMMUNITY PROTECTION: Chief Shimon visited with the lowa City police chief regarding
communications service. lowa City would have a dispatcher to respond to University Heights’
calls and page out officers. lowa City has certified medical emergency dispatchers. Chief
Shimon feels that lowa City would offer a high level of service. This can be expected to cost
$42,000; lowa City would add a half-time position in communications, The cost was calculated
by adding 5.5% to their current communications budget. The City currently has a contract with
the Sheriff's Department for this service, but have been notified that costs will likely double.



Mayor Jacobson said there was consensus to proceed with a change in communications
service; there will need to be a 28e agreement. Two car radios and five portable radios were
recently purchased. These radios have a trade-in value which can be applied toward the
purchase of the 800 megahertz radios that will be needed to communicate with lowa City.

The police committee met. Use of purchase orders was discussed and purchasing rules were
discussed.

STREET AND SIDEWALKS: A letter complaining about a ticket issued for parking on the yard
was received.

JCCOG: Council Member Schoenmaker attended a meeting of the Emergency Management
Services.

Upon motion the Council adjourned at 9:48 p.m.
