Be It Ordained by the Gty Council of the Gty of University Heights,
| owa:

1. No owner, tenant, or other person in possession or contro
of property shall allow snow or ice accunulations to renain
upon abutting sidewalks for nore than twenty-four (24)
hour s.

2+. In the event a property owner does not renove accunul ations
of snow and ice from abutting sidewal ks that—abut—said
property within twenty-four (24) hours a—+reasenabletine,
the City nmay at the direction of the Mayor, City Engineer
or such other person as nmay be designated by the City
Council, have the snow and ice accunul ations renoved w t hout
notice to the property owner and assess the costs against
the property owner for collection in the same manner as a
property tax.

3. The abutting property owner alone shall be Iliable for
damages resulting fromfailure to conply with the provisions
of this ordinance.

4. Any violation of this ordinance may be cited as a nuni ci pal
infraction. The University Heights Cty Cerk, the Cerk's
duly authorized agent, and any officer, including reserve

officers, of the University Heights Police Departnent, is
authorized to enforce this ordinance and ny issue a ciVvi




citation to anyone who violates it. A violation of this
ordi nance is punishable by a civil penalty of $100.00. Each
day the wviolation occurs shall constitute a separate
violation of this ordinance.

53. For the purposes of this ordinance "property owner" shall
mean the record holder of legal title or the contract
purchaser if there is a contract of record.

64. This ordinance shall becone effective upon its passage and
publication as provided by | aw

SAVI NG CLAUSE.

In the event any word, phrase, sentence, paragraph or section
contained in this ordinance shall be held to be invalid,
unl awful , or unconstitutional for any reason, then it is hereby
decl ared that the remaining such portions and provisions of this
ordi nance woul d have been enacted and remain in full force and
effect.
